Further to my HSMP application there seems to be some misunderstanding regarding my earnings (Centrica PLC), period i claimed my earning are from (Dec-2006 to Nov. 2007). 

According to P60 i have earned £10,495.27 from April 2006 - March 2007. I have deducted the amount which i earned before December 2006 which comes to a total of £3,690.11. If you deduct £3,690.11 from £10,495.27 it comes to a total of £6,805.16 which is what i earned from December 2006 - March 2007. 

Amount I earned from the period of April 2007 – November 2007 is £11,671.78. I have submitted all my wage slips as a proof but couple of wage slips are missing which might have caused this confusion if you could please refer to my last pay slip dated 30-11-2007 it shows a total gross income of £11,671.78.

 Now if you could please add both the figures mentioned above it comes to a total of £18,476.94 as stated on my employer’s letter from Centrica PLC.
Amount earned from my second employer (Synopsis Solutions Ltd) from the period of July 2007 – November 2007 was £15,000. 

Total earnings from both employers comes to a total of £33,476.94, therefore I believe I’m entitled to 35 points as mentioned in HSMP published guidance.
